Approval of the Minutes of the March 1, 2023 and March 15, 2023 Board Meetings:

S. McClain moved to accept the minutes of the March 1, 2023, and March 15, 2023, meetings.

Board Issues (Dr. Hildebrant):

e Dr. Hildebrant reminded the Board that he will be traveling to the FSMB meeting in May
and will not be present for the Board meeting in May. Hildebrant asked that individuals
share concerns with him that they might like to have brought up during the FSMB meeting.

Administrative Updates (David Herlihy):

e D. Herlihy noted that he will not be present for the Board meeting in May due to the FSMB
and AIM meetings. P. Hunter will also not be in attendance for the Board meeting due to
her attendance at the FSMB meeting. Dr. Greenberg, Vice Chair, will lead the meeting in
Dr. Hildebrant’s absence.

e D. Herlihy advised members that staff has been working to identify meeting space for
when the Board is ready to hold an in-person meeting. It was decided that the next in-
person meeting tentatively will be the September 6" Board meeting.



e D. Herlihy notified the Board that the new iPads are on order and will hopefully arrive
soon. He reminded Board members to be aware of their Apple ID login information, as this
will be required for setup of the new iPads and the turn in process of the old iPads.

e D. Herlihy told the Board that he learned yesterday in an email from FSMB that the
proposed revision of the FSMB opioid policy has been tabled until the 2024 annual
meeting. The reason for the delay was the many comments submitted by member boards
which led FSMB to conclude that more work should be done on the draft.

Other Business:

e Departing Members: Dr. Hildebrant recognized that several Board members are
coming close to the end of their term with the Board and reopened the discussion of
how to recognize departing members. P. Nenninger addressed the Board, proposing
that she would be pleased to continue for another year collecting donations from
members and getting recognition gifts for departing members. In a year’s time further
discussion of recognition will take place.

e Legislative update: D. Herlihy provided the status of bills of interest to the Board.



H.171 — This bill is about adult protective services and has already passed in
the House. The Board learned about this only recently. It is a broad revision of
APS laws that includes one section of direct interest to the Board. The bill
changes the definition of abuse to include medical negligence, which would
expand the jurisdiction of APS to overlap with the Board of Medical Practice.
That overlap leads to concerns about parallel investigations with the potential
for multiple interviews and depositions of witnesses, as well as conflicting
outcomes. The bill also raises questions about the expertise of APS to make
determinations about medical negligence. Concerns about the bill were shared
with the Department of Aging and Independent Living. The bill is assigned to
the Senate Health and Welfare Committee. D. Herlihy will follow the bill there.

H.411 — This bill is about extending COVID regulatory flexibilities. This passed
both chambers and was signed by the Governor on March 29, 2023, becoming
Act 4 of 2023. The bill includes sections that extend for another year provisions
that were created to provide licensing flexibility for health care professionals.
The bill also includes a section that requires the Board to consider options for
streamlining and modernizing the licensing process and report to the House
Health Care Committee and the Senate Health and Welfare Committee by
January 15, 2024.

H.473 - The bill, which proposes to amend radiologist assistant supervision
provisions, was passed by the House on March 23, 2023. It has been referred
to the Senate Health and Welfare Committee, but there has been no activity to
date there. After passage by the House the Medical Society raised a question
about whether the proposed changes open the door to radiologist assistants
being supervised by radiologists who themselves do not practice in Vermont.
Any amendments made in the Senate to address those concerns are unlikely to
pose a problem for the Board.

H.406 — This bill is about telemedicine and was mentioned at an earlier
meeting. There has been no action on it at all, so it is unlikely that it is going
anywhere this year.

H.89 and S.37 — Both of these bills relate to what is defined in the bill to be
“legally protected healthcare,” which encompasses reproductive health care
and gender affirming care. S.37 focuses on regulation and insurance. H.89
focuses on legal aspects about the impact of court decisions, summons, etc.

D. Herlihy reported that he had testified on April 5" on S.37, sections 7, 10, and
10a. That testimony covered a technical issue with the wording of section 7.
The Health Care Committee was also provided background about interstate
issues in medical regulation: regulation is based on the recognized right of each
state to regulate the practice of medicine within its own borders and the related
concepts that a physician must be licensed where the patient is located and
practice in accordance with the standards of that state. It was also explained to
the Committee that language in S.37 conflicts with those concepts because it
declares that health care practitioners benefit from the protections of the bill
regardless of the location of the patient and regardless of whether the
practitioner is licensed in the state where the patient is located. D. Herlihy had
also advised the Committee that those conflicts pose potential adverse effects
for Vermont. First, they may contribute to erosion of the cooperation among
states which plays a role in medical regulation. Second, if other states are
prompted to pass laws modeled on S.37, Vermont may not be able to protect



Vermont patients against practices that are banned in Vermont. For example, a
state with different views could be prompted to pass a law modeled on this, with
similar language regarding license status and patient location, but instead
creating a right for parents to obtain conversion therapy treatment for their
minor children, which is banned in Vermont. 18 V.S.A. §§ 1851-1853. While
provision of conversion therapy would still be banned in Vermont, and the
actions would still constitute unlicensed practice in Vermont, it would be very
difficult or impossible to take the actions necessary to prevent an out-of-state
professional from engaging in such practice from a remote location in a state
that passed a law modeled on S.37. With regard to Section 10, D. Herlihy
advised the Board that he had testified that there were no concerns with that
section, which calls on OPR and the Board to report on concerns about the risk
of being forced to take disciplinary action against licensees licensed through
the compact in response to actions by other states to punish legally protected
health care. Finally, D. Herlihy reported that he had testified that there are no
concerns with Section 10a, which directs Vermont’s representatives to
compacts to work to change compact laws, bylaws, and rules to minimize the
potential for Vermont to be forced to take disciplinary action against a licensee
based on other state actions that are inconsistent with Vermont law.

e Litigation — D. Herlihy provided an update on the case that was previously discussed at
the February Board meeting. The settlement of the case became public and was filed in
court following last month’s Board meeting. This was for an out-of-state patient seeking
the potential use of choice of end-of-life law.

e VPHP Liaison Meeting — Members were invited to participate in a liaison meeting with
VPHP. Dr. Tortolani, Dr. Hildebrant, Dr. Payne, Dr. Bernstein, P. Hunter, and S. Jones
all volunteered. They jointly selected April 26! as the meeting date from among the
dates suggested by the VPHP group. All Board members were asked to submit any
questions about VPHP or suggested topics for discussion, regardless of whether they
are attending.
