START Grant Funding Application – FY2012
The Vermont Department of Health, Division of Alcohol and Drug Abuse Programs (ADAP) will make funds available for START applications in order to increase the capacity of Vermont's response to underage drinking.  See attachment 1 for a summary of the Enforcing Underage Drinking Laws (EUDL) and START program. The amount for which your region is eligible to apply is based on population and past performance.

There is an opportunity to apply for additional funding, depending on your original grant amount and past performance. See Attachment #2 for your allocation.  Only those grantees that have submitted reports on time and implemented activities equaling 85% or more of their allotted amount last year are eligible to apply for this additional funding.  Eligible grantees need to submit as part of this application, a plan to use the funds (same guidelines would apply).   
Funds will be awarded for a one-year project period running from July 1, 2011 to June 30, 2012.

The award for which you are applying is made with federal Office of Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Prevention (OJJDP) funds.  The ADAP START grant review committee will adhere to OJJDP standards and requirements when reviewing applications, awarding funds, monitoring and reporting on funded projects. By signing a letter of award, applicants agree to adhere to those standards and requirements. Financial reports will be required quarterly and at project completion to provide information about expenditures to ADAP. Program reports will be required biannually.
To be considered, the application (original plus two copies) must arrive at the ADAP office no later than Tuesday March 15, 2011.  
Proposals should be limited to no more than five (5) pages double-spaced, not including budget justification and attachments.

d. Discuss training needs for law enforcement officers in your region.  The START coordinator must attend a Coordinators’ meeting during grant year.  In addition, at least one officer (who has never attended) must attend each of the two Underage Drinking Trainings provided by the Police Academy.  
Anticipated Activities: 

a. Number of pro-active patrols and re-active patrols anticipated.
b. List opportunities for changing community attitudes and norms regarding underage drinking.  

c. Include activities to be funded through other agencies (e.g., diversion programs, state’s attorneys’ offices, etc.)
d. Special Activity: Each grant recipient is being asked to work with a local coalition to jointly develop a project for observance of Alcohol Awareness Month in April 2012.  The project can be anything that calls attention to the problems of alcohol abuse in your communities and makes people aware of some of the ways to minimize these problems.  It may be an effort to let people know about the START and coalition activities in your area.  It will be important to include coalition members and your local prevention consultant in your planning for this grant application to come up with this piece. All grantees are required to distribute information on Vermont’s ParentUpVT.org website.  This resource provides prevention tools, information on the risks of underage drinking, Vermont’s laws and community resources.  Materials will be provided to each grantee for distribution.
3. Management and staffing plan: Who will carry out the project activities including project coordination, service delivery, progress and financial reporting, and project evaluation? Indicate who will be the fiscal agent. Please note the fiscal agent is responsible for complying with all the grant requirements.
4. Funding/Sustainability: Describe the demonstrated level of need for the proposed project. Indicate other in-kind or actual funding sources that will be utilized.  Identify potential avenues for future funding once the project's effectiveness has been demonstrated.

5. Data collection: All successful applicants will be asked to work with ADAP and The Office of Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Prevention, (OJJDP), to provide information for evaluating the success of funded programs.

Data that you will be requested to provide or assist in obtaining include:

a. OJJDP subgrantee data reporting form (Attachment #5)

b. Other measures of success e.g., community education, media clippings, etc
6. Budget: Law enforcement agencies may only be reimbursed for START related activities if they have signed a local Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) indicating that they will utilize and post data to the Teen Alcohol Safety Program (TASP) database.  A sample MOU and instructions for accessing TASP database are included in attachments (#7 and #8).  Regional START coordinators should assure that such an MOU is in place for each participating agency.  Applicant acknowledges that Federal funds cannot be used to supplant state or local resources now allocated to enforcement.
Examples of Permissible Uses of Funds:

1. Time spent coordinating grant.

2. Enforcement details to implement specific strategies designed to target identified aspects of the underage drinking issue as it manifests itself locally, i.e. officer time for furnishing investigations, weekend patrols of common party spots, “callout” teams for high-risk occasions, etc.  If overtime pay for law enforcement reimbursement will be required to implement the plan, an estimate of per response rates calculation and number of proposed interventions must be provided in order to allow for budgeting.
3. Holding regular meetings between the law enforcement command representatives, other enforcement partners (such as law enforcement representatives from neighboring counties, campus security officials, the State Attorney’s office, judicial representatives, and/or community corrections officers), school officials, parent groups, and/or other relevant parties to identify underage-drinking-related problems and brainstorm solutions, address concerns about enforcement strategies, and to help set priorities.

4. Mileage to and from trainings/meetings related to preventing underage drinking.

5. Community education activities designed to inform the community about the state underage drinking policy and new strategies being implemented.

6. Cross-training police officers and personnel from other community agencies.
Examples of Non-Permissible Uses of Funds:

1. Purchase of fatal vision goggles and educational activities in which goggles are featured.
2. Purchase of intoxiclocks and educational activities in which intoxiclocks are featured.
3. Any strategy that has been identified by the Centers for Disease Control (CDC), Office of Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Prevention (OJJDP), or Pacific Institute Research and Evaluation (PIRE) as not effective.

OBJECTIVES:

1) To mobilize START coalitions to examine regional efforts to combat underage drinking and implement changes to increase their effectiveness. 
2) To intervene at underage drinking activities and to decrease the numbers of alcohol related tragedies and traffic deaths.
3) To increase awareness of and support of policies proven to reduce underage drinking.

BACKGROUND:

START (Stop Teen Alcohol Risk Team) was an outcome of a training session held for law enforcement personnel titled, “Underage Drinking – The Law Enforcement Response.” Key to the success of this project is the formation of regional START groups with representation from: all branches of law enforcement, States Attorneys offices, the local court diversion or reparative boards, the schools, substance abuse service providers, and other local prevention coalitions invested in changing the values, norms, and culture surrounding alcohol abuse in Vermont. As one community member framed it, “the three legged stool” of prevention, enforcement, and rehabilitation cannot stand solidly when all the legs are not equal partners.  

BENEFITS OF REGIONAL TASK FORCES:

The nature of the underage-drinking problem in Vermont presents some unique problems.  The rural makeup of the state creates a situation where parties are often in very remote areas, making response difficult.  The fact that Vermont's law enforcement agencies are small causes a situation where available human resources may become an issue.  It is for these reasons that multi-agency responses are necessary.

The pre-planning of response to and the investigation of underage drinking parties is very important.  The development of regional task forces that examine the current level of response to underage drinking is the focus of this effort.  For assistance in creating or expanding your regional task force, contact your local substance abuse prevention consultant.  A list of their names, addresses and telephone numbers is attached.   All regional task forces will use the name of S.T.A.R.T. (Stop Teen Alcohol Risk Team).  This will add credibility and unity to the effort.

All responses to the scene of underage drinking should be undertaken with officer and youth safety as the number one priority.  There should always be a briefing with an operational plan put into place prior to response.

Another important part of the START program is the emphasis, whenever possible, on proactive interventions.  Upon hearing of a potential party, an officer may contact parents, land owners, etc. as appropriate to alert them of the possible party, provide them with an understanding of the laws and their potential liability and to enlist their support in preventing the party from occurring.

Underage Drinking Strategies Examples

Enforcement Strategies

A. Party patrols- contain underage drinking parties and ticket both the adult who provides alcohol to underage youth and minors who possess and/or consume alcohol.

B. Provision/furnishing/enabling of alcohol to minors- third party transactions to include enforcement of social host laws; shoulder tap operations; monitor or patrol alcohol outlet parking lots.

C. Impaired driving enforcement - sobriety checkpoints, emphasis/saturation patrols, speeding, running red lights.

D. Zero tolerance law enforcement for youth under 21.

E. “Cops in Shops” and similar programs that allow police to ticket minors attempting to purchase alcohol.

Prevention Strategies

A. Development of community support to change community norms - awareness building and educational activities to include media advocacy, media campaigns [Parents Who Host, Lose the Most], and counter-advertising.

B. Community support activities - community sponsorship of alcohol-free activities for youth; parent coalitions to reduce alcohol use by their children; community volunteers to assist enforcement in the collection and reporting of data; etc.

C. Education of merchants - Alcohol Server Awareness Program (A.S.A.P.) trainings that can reduce sales to minors, as well as reduce sales of alcohol to intoxicated persons; encourage use of 1866ITSFAKE; etc.

D. Policies that limit youth access to commercial availability of alcohol - conditional use permits for alcohol outlets; controls on outlet location and density; controls on hours of sale; an increase in price through excise taxes; require sellers of alcohol to be at least 21 years old; prohibit minors from entering bars; make alcohol outlets liable for harm that occurs as a result of providing alcohol to minors; dram shop (civil) liability for sales to minors, etc.

E. Policies that limit youth access to social availability - keg registration laws; prohibitions or controls on alcohol use at community events or in public areas [e.g., at county fairs, in parks, or at beaches], which can also be seen as a control on access; make the provision of alcohol to minors an offense; special enforcement campaigns to prevent parties where alcohol is served to minors [e.g., enforce ordinances focused on parents and landlords who allow underage drinking parties to take place on their property; educate parents, landlords about their rights and responsibilities related to underage drinking parties on their property]; etc.

F. Policies related to impaired driving - use/lose laws; zero-tolerance laws, etc.

G. Attempts to purchase, possession of, and/or consumption of alcoholic beverages by underage youth - make or manufacture or purchase of false identification a crime; improve laws regarding minors in possession of alcohol; improve laws regarding consumption of alcohol by minors; etc.

H. Controls on alcohol advertising - especially on stores, sides of buses, and in other public areas.

I. Alcohol sponsorship - a beer company sponsoring a boat race.

J. School policies - these institutional policies are especially important in colleges and universities, as well as in junior high and high schools.  

K. School programs/curriculums - media literacy programs to make youth more sophisticated about the manipulative techniques of advertisers; and prevention curricula [sometimes the content of these or similar curricula are delivered in other venues, e.g., youth clubs] to educate youth on the potential harms of underage drinking and resulting consequences).
