Launches the first of its Low-Cost Spay/Neuter Initiative

South Burlington, Vt. – The Humane Society of Chittenden County (HSCC), in partnership with Vermont Companion Animal Neutering (VT-CAN!) in Middlesex and the O’Brien Community Center in Winooski, is kicking off the first in a series of low-cost spay/neuter initiatives throughout the community.  Transportation is free, and significantly reduced and affordable veterinarian fees will be provided.    
Spaying/neutering is the most effective way to reduce pet overpopulation, while at the same time providing considerable behavioral and health benefits for dogs and cats.  
For its kick off on Tuesday, April 19th, only cats will be accepted.  The surgical fee for cats will be $50.  Rabies vaccinations will be offered for $5, distemper vaccinations for $10, and treatment for flea/tick/ear mite/roundworm for $10.  If live fleas are present, a $3 charge will automatically be assessed to eliminate and prevent the spread of fleas to the other animals.   
Registration is required in advance by contacting HSCC at 802-862-0135, ext.  11.  Animals and their owners need to be at the O’Brien Community Center in Winooski at 7:00 am.  All cats will need to be transported in a carrier.  If you don’t have a carrier, let HSCC know when you register and they will provide one.  All fees need to accompany the animals at the 7:00 am drop --Cash or check only.  Animals will be returned to the O’Brien Center between 5 and 5:30 pm (people must be there by 5:30 pm to pick up their pet).

Further cost reductions are available from Vermont Spay Neuter Incentive Program (VSNIP).  Approval is required before April 19th, and the information provided to HSCC by drop off time.  VSNIP applications will be available through HSCC and the O’Brien Center.
