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Common Terms and Data Sources

This document contains information about people who have tested positive for COVID-19 in
Vermont. You will find data presented in a few different ways throughout this document:

*  Count:the number of people who have tested positive for COVID-19 (overall or in a particular

group)

* Rate:the number of people who have tested positive for COVID-19 in a particular group,
divided by the total number of people in that group. Using rates allows for more direct
comparisons between groups.

* Growth rate: a measure of the percentchange in COVID-19 cases over time; this tells us how
quickly or slowly the disease is spreading in Vermont

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The proportionof Vermont cases of the Deltavariant began to increase in early July, resultingin
steady daily case growth between August and December2021. In December, the Omicronvariant
arrivedin Vermont and furtherincreased daily case growththrough May 2022.

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Vaccine Breakthrough Cases

How many cases are among fully vaccinated Vermonters?
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Vaccines prevent the vast majority of severe hospitalizations and deaths.
A small percentage of fully vaccinated people may still become infected with COVID-19.

Vaccine breakthrough occurs when a fully vaccinated person becomes infected with COVID-19.
Vaccine breakthrough occurs with any vaccine, including vaccines for measles, mumps, flu and others.

FullyVaccinatedVermonters

About 486,900 people have been fully vaccinated in Vermont.
10.8% The breakthrough cases represent a small portion, about 10.8%,
of the fully vaccinated population.
